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RPS Music 2010! 
 

Music has taken off in full swing for 2010! We have finally finished all ensemble auditions for the 
2010 year! What has been so exciting is the huge number of students who turned out to these 
auditions.  
 

For both the middle and senior choirs, we had over 70 students audition, singing their hearts out 
to get into the groups. We chose 55 of the strongest singers into these groups and have 15+ chil-
dren waiting to get in on waiting lists.  
 

In the RPS Orchestra, we had over 20 pianists audition to get into the ensemble and have a nice 
size of instrumentalists, a few brand new students and some advanced students to start the year.  
 
However, the Ukulele Band has had the largest growth this year. From a starting group of 20+ last year, we now have 3 
Ukulele groups at RPS. Beginner groups of Year 3 and Year 4 have 30+ students in each group, and we also have an ad-
vanced group of 25+ who meet before school to work on new techniques of the Ukulele.   
 

This year these ensembles will see performances in whole school assemblies, APPA festival (for Senior Choir), New Zea-
land Ukulele festival as well as some community performances -  still to be decided! I am so excited about all of these 
groups and can already see much potential and excitement from the students.  In the next few weeks, students will be 
bringing home a commitment letter for their ensemble they have joined.
